The Boeing 717 is a development of the MD-80/MD-90 family, itself derived from the DC-9, and is the only Douglas design retained by Boeing following the 1997 merger with McDonnell Douglas. The MD-95 was announced in 1991; it first flew as the Boeing 717-200 on 2 September 1999, with first deliveries late in the same month.
Options of shortened 80 seat 717-100 and lengthened 130 seat 717-300 versions, as well as a business jet, have been studied.
Eight Boeing 717s were on Australian register in early 2001.
