CavWA2 – Caversham Perth (version 2) - Australia for FS2002

Compiled with Airport 2.9

This is my fourth of a project on Western Australian airstrips and represents Caversham Airfield.  The airfield includes some adjustment to the levels for the immediate Darling Escarpment and the Swan and Avon Valley.  The block has always been bushland.  Build 2 includes corrections to altitudes at Pearce and the Darling Range and improved scenery.  CAUTION!  FLY OVER TO NOTE OBSTACLES ON RUNWAYS (GAS LINE PUMP STATION AND TREES).

VH-ANW was part of the McDonalds restaurant at Midland, Perth from 1987 to 2000. It was displayed in fictitious markings as VH-MMF "Fortescue" of MacRobertson Miller Airlines.

Situated 13 miles from Perth and under the Perth Airport flight path, the World War II airfield at Middle Swan in Western Australia was last used at the end of the war.

It was then used for the 1946 Victory Grand Prix.  The 2.2 mile track was both dusty and could claim one of the weirder hazards in motor racing -- visiting kangaroos! Because of the long haul across country the fields were small.  The WA Sporting Car Club held the odd event there until securing a lease in 1953. It was gradually developed, and held the Australian Grand Prix in 1957 and 1962. However, at the end of 1968 the armed forces took back the property, and the WASCC moved on to Wanneroo. 

There were three circuits used: the "Triangle", which fell out of use in the late 1950s; the "T" circuit, used once or twice in the 1950s which ran down two diagonally laid out runways; and the D circuit which is included here with the original three runways.  Information about the buildings is yet to be discovered.

“Albion Town
This project is situated in the Henley Brook locality between Whiteman Park and the Swan Valley. Landstart owns approximately 148 ha and is negotiating with the Commonwealth regarding the purchase of the former Caversham airfield site. Landstart is also seeking to reach agreement with the City of Bayswater in respect to developing cooperatively over its holding. This indicates a potential joint venture project of around 2500 to 3000 lots.”

Included with the airfield is a fix of the altitudes for the Swan River at Middle Swan so with Maylands and Caversham, you can see what the Darling Scarp should really look like.  One day I’ll fix the other 600 miles but that’s another job.  Please feel free to comment on the local topography.

Other airfields in this Western Australian series are Hillman Farm, Langley Park and Maylands.
I’d like to take this opportunity to thank Steve James and all the members of oceaniasim.com and aussim.com for getting me started and helping sort out some of my difficult programming questions when no appropriate airstrips could be found on the web.  After all if you want it done properly, do it yourself!  Thanks also to Andy Weir for encouragement in this project.
