This model represents a plane from the 43rd Strategic Wing based at Andersen AFB. It was piloted by Major Clayton Dopke and flew over 200 missions over Vietnam. Most ones were the so-called ‘Arc Light’ carpet bombings. It is one of the 15 strategic bombers that were lost during the extensive raids on Hanoi and North Vietnam in December 1972 (operation 'Linebacker').

This aircraft is not my complete own design. It was made from Eric Johnson’s B-52G which is a rework of Rod Conklin's FS4 model. I made it with the help of Clayton Dopke who was this aircraft’s pilot during the Vietnam War, so I hope it has reached a high level of realism. For this model I redesigned the whole tail structure including the tailweapons and the Gunner’s cabine. The nose is much shorter while the wing tanks are bigger than those on the original model. Several other little details have been changed, too. And, of course, this model got a new painting. It shows the D’s camouflage with the black tail and the black underpining. I placed the SAC crest, the noseart and the Arclight drawing on separate polygons so I could make very detailed textures for them. 


The aircraft shows a new flight model which is hopefully very close to realism. The value I used for the engine’s thrust is that one for full power and full water injection which is only used during the starting phase. So
