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THE ORIGINAL





This Douglas DC-6B  with the serial  number  c/n 45531/1015  left the factory in August 1958  


and first went to the British United Airways.





On January 11th,  1969 this plane was sold to the Swiss Airline BALAIR,  located in Basle.


BALAIR was originally the first Airline in Switzerland.





There the aircraft received the registration  HB-IBS and was then in service for


the International Red Cross in the Biafran war, later in Vietnam, transporting food 


and medicine to Hanoi and Saigon.





During summer 1969 the plane was restored completely and transported then tourists 


to their holiday destinations.  Again and again the aircraft was used for transportation flights  


for the International Red Cross to many different countries.





Since 1975  the plane made scenic flights with tourists in the Alps.  


The HB-IBS was finally the last  DC-6  in Switzerland.





In Sept. 1982 the HB-IBS was sold to the Canadian CONAIR Aviation Ltd.


Since then the plane was used as "water bomber" against forest fires in Canada.


It now has the signature  C-GIBS .

THE FLIGHTSIM MODEL





Flight Shop allows only to use 540 part for a flightsim model.  This is by far not enough for a detailed aircraft with four engines.  So I had to save as much parts as possible from the beginning.  Therefore I took the parts together in components using as few glue templates as possible.  A lot of parts were needed for the undercarriage as I think the often seen "disk wheels" are not very realistic.





For the textures I scanned the original photos I made on the flight into my computer with a photo scanner.  After correction of the pcx files with Corel Photo Paint  I applied the textures on the plane.


As the number of parts that can be covered with textures is limited,  it was not possible to apply textures on the wing surface.








THE ENGINE SOUND





If you like to use the original engine sound of the four Pratt and Whitney engines 





then  exrtact  the  sound files    DC4SOUND.ZIP    into your SOUND subdirectory of the plane.  Move the file DC4Wind.wav into the sound directory of FS98.
