It is interesting to note that Rodion Herrera uses FSFW95 and he doesn’t have FS98, thus he had to design the textures “blindly”, using trial and error because he cannot preview them in FSFW95! (

Philippine Air Lines was founded in 1941, but had to stop their flights at the end of the same year due to the Japanese invasion. In 1946 the airline began to operate again, with five Douglas DC3. Taking over Far East Air Transport in 1947 Douglas DC4 were added to the fleet and several international destinations linked with the Philippines. However, all international flights except Manila-Hong Kong were suspended in 1954. In 1962 a new San Francisco service was offered in cooperation with KLM and four years later the first jet was introduced to the fleet, a BAC1-11, which was followed by Douglas DC8 in 1969. Latter flew new intercontinental flights to Amsterdam, Frankfurt and Rome. In 1974 some smaller domestic carriers were taken over, and the first DC10 was delivered to replace the DC8. In1979 Boeing B747 and Airbus A300B4 also became part of the fleet. Small aircraft like BAC1-11 or BAe HS-748 were replaced by Fokker F50 and Boeing B737-300 from 1988 to 1990. The newest aircraft are Boeing B747-400 and Airbus A340-300 which began service in 1996 modernizing the fleet. This process should be finished in this year having a fleet of Airbus A300, A330, A340, Boeing B737-300, B747-200/400 and Fokker F50 which are used on flights to Amsterdam, Frankfurt, London, Paris, Rome, Los Angeles, New York, San Francisco, Dhahran, Dubai, Bangkok, Brisbane, Ho Chi Minh City, Hong Kong, Seoul, Taipei, Tokyo, Sydney, Singapore, Kuala Lumpur and Karachi as well as a large domestic net.
