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Enclosed is a Beech King Air 200 (airplane model is not mine) and instrument panel.  It was scanned in at 1024 x 786 and will work best at this resolution.  The instruments are small and will work best on large monitors.  While all gauges and instruments are placed as they were in the original photo, until I learn to edit gauges, they don't look as I would like them to.  If you have a GPS is fits very nicely over the radar screen.





Instalation:





You must have Microsoft's FS98 converter to install this plane and panel (Plane has already been converted but you still need the converter).





1. Move the gauge file  to FS98\Gauges


2. Move the KingAir folder to the FS98\Aircraft directory





That's it!





If you just want to use the panel:


1. Move the gauge file to FS98\Gauges


2. Make a new directory in the FS98\Aircraft\FSFSConv directory called KingAir


3. Move the files in the King_Air.zip\Panel directory to FS98\Aircraft\FSFSConv\KingAir


4. Edit the Panel.cfg for the airplane you wish to use it with to read:
